For the past 50 years civil war has left Burma one of the poorest countries in the world. Since 1962, a brutal military junta has been persecuting ethnic minorities including the Karen people, leaving over 3,000 villages destroyed and countless thousands homeless. These internally displaced peoples (IDP’s) flee for their lives, often hiding in the mountainous and jungle-forest regions of Burma; living without food, shelter, or water, and in constant fear. Numerous humanitarian organizations have provided documentary evidence of the systematic abuse, torture, rape and murder of ethnic minorities, including the use of IDP’s as porters and for mine-clearing.

Many IDP’s flee for safety into Thailand where the Thai authorities have established refugee camps such as Mae-La, on the Thai side of the border with Burma. This camp has been in existence for 25 years and houses over 50,000 ethnic minorities from Burma; most of whom wish for nothing more than to be able to return to their homes and live peaceably. Amidst this great suffering, Christianity thrives in the Karen people, who, despite their situation, remain hopeful and gracious.

CBRTN is an overtly Christian organization that seeks to carry out God’s work in the world by working with refugees and internally displaced people from Burma – both in Southeast Asia and in their relocation to Colorado. This includes the Karen tribes and other minority groups.


CBRTN in Colorado


Teams of Coloradoans work with refugees from Burma who have been relocated to our state.  These wonderful, loving people come to our country from a remote jungle environment.  They do not understand our language, or our way of life, or the complexities of our modern society.  They are officially sponsored by federally funded organizations who give them financial assistance for a period of 4-12 months, and other forms of help for up to five years. Our teams work with the sponsoring organizations to help refugees through this very difficult period of adjustment by offering encouragement and practical assistance and to help in the short to medium-term with assimilation into life in the USA. 





CBRTN Southeast  Asia Missions


During our annual short-term mission trips, we become involved with members of the Karen tribe, other minority groups from Southeast Asian countries and missionaries. 


Refugees fleeing from persecution in their native countries.  Most of these are now located in refugee camps inside Thailand near the Burma border.


Internally Displaced People (IDPs) who have been driven from their villages and now live in fear inside Burma. These people cannot relocate to Thai camps for political reasons. 


Christian Missionaries to minority tribes and others who are permanent residents of Thailand. 





CBRTN teams come from a number of churches in Colorado, and perform their mission duties in Northern Thailand, primarily operating from Chiang Mai and west to the near-Burma border area.
